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Magdalene Preschool - Encouraging Good Behaviour Policy
Policy Statement
Magdalene Preschool recognises that children are learning how to understand and manage their feelings, behaviour and relationships. Behaviour is viewed as a form of communication and part of a child’s development.
We aim to create a calm, respectful and inclusive environment where children feel safe, valued and supported. Staff support children to develop self-regulation, empathy and positive social skills through consistent routines, clear boundaries and warm, responsive relationships.
We do not label children or use punitive approaches. Instead, we support children through co-regulation, modelling appropriate behaviour and helping them to understand the impact of their actions in an age-appropriate way.
Our Approach
· Staff model respectful, kind and calm behaviour at all times
· Expectations are clear, consistent and developmentally appropriate
· Children are supported to express feelings using words and actions safely
· Behaviour is managed through guidance, reassurance and redirection
· Positive behaviour is noticed, encouraged and reinforced
Responding to Behaviour
When challenging behaviour occurs, staff will:
· Respond calmly and consistently
· Support the child to feel safe and understood
· Help the child name and understand their feelings
· Explain expectations clearly and simply
· Support problem-solving and repair of relationships where appropriate
Repeated or concerning behaviour will be monitored, recorded and discussed with parents/carers. Where appropriate, additional support may be sought, including SEND guidance or external professional advice.
Persistent behaviour that raises concern will be managed in line with the Safeguarding and Child Protection Policy.
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
